Role Purpose:

Routine and non-routine checking,
maintenance, calibration, testing and repairing of equipment. Assist in the smooth running
of the department.

e General cleaning of bench and table resources, cupboards, and fixed equipment.

e General cleaning and repair of equipment and other learning resources.

¢ Organising, storing, and checking the condition of chemicals and equipment.

e Supporting periodic Parents’ evenings and open evenings.

e Organising and supervising trainee technicians and students on work experience.

Administrational

e Obtaining materials by local purchase on a timely basis.

e Checking stock and ordering. This includes sourcing, costing, and suggesting economic
alternatives to maintain stock levels.

e Keeping up to date records of stock including chemicals and equipment. Keeping up to date

records of learning resources including texts and other literature such as DVDs

Resources
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e Preparation of resources, assembling apparatus for teaching &

learning activities.

e Ensuring distribution of requested learning resources to appropriate teaching rooms on a
timely basis including those required for cover.

e Contributing to the assessment, monitoring and review of both health and safety procedures
and information resources.

e Maintaining learning resources to meet the needs of Schemes of Work and teacher requests
including texts, photocopied sheets, leaflets, magazines, videos and programmes on the VLE

or other computer files.

Responsibilities

e To be available to staff and pupils at all times during the day except for the designated
lunch break.

e To operate as a member of a team, undertaking any reasonable activity that assists in the
smooth running of a department, e.g. dealing with pupil welfare, informing on unexpected
staff absence.

o Keeping up to date with health and safety requirements and with developments in practical
skills. Responding to actual or potential hazards including the cleaning up of spills when
requested by teachers.

e Comply with and assist with the development of policies and procedures relating to child
protection, health, safety and security, confidentiality, and data protection, reporting all
concerns to an appropriate person.

e Be aware of and support difference and ensure equal opportunities for all.

e Contribute to the overall ethos, work and aims of the school.

e Establish constructive relationships with staff and students and communicate with other
agencies and professionals as necessary.

e Attend and participate in meetings.

e Participate in training and other learning activities and performance development as
required.
